TVbany times, our new folks get lost in the shuffle and don't
get the full understanding of what a great game this really is. ‘So, 1 ask you now to take someone new by the
hand and guide them thru the event.

The Codex of the Hospitatlers of 5t. fohn for the Priory of the Cathanar and Raven’s Cove

Tuifio fidei ef Obsequium Pauperum
(Defense of the faith and assistance fo the suffering).

In the Society of Creative Anachronism (from now on referred fo as the SCA), many
parficipants practice some form of marfial weapons combal. This codex is for the use of
the Hospitallers of 5t John, as well as all those considered allies and friends upon the field of
hatle, to use in fulfitling the role of a productive war band as well as in the preparafion of
each individual in the art of armored comba. It is wished by the authors that the reader wilt
fake an inferest in what we are and how we serve. Inside fhis fome you will find advice for
motivation, menial and spirifual strengthening as well as general hustorical kmowledge about
the actual Hospitallers of 5t. fofin.

Who were the Hospitallers?

The Longest lasting of the Refigious Orders, the Order of the Hospital of St. John of ferusalem has exsted before the Crusades and is sl in
operafion to this day. Father Gerard founded the Order with the permission of Pape Paschal If in 1115 C.E. In 1100 Father Gerard was elected master of
the Hospital of 5t John the Almoner for pilgrims af ferusalem . As the number of pilgrims increased in the Holy Land Father Gerald abandoned the
Benedictine rule for that of 5t Augustine and also adopted 5t fohn as pairon.

In 1120 Father Gerard was succeeded by Raymond of Provence and according to Desmond Steward: Raymond was expert in providing an
administration for these European possessions, setfing up houses whose revenues were spenf in forwarding food, wine, clothing, and blankefs for
hospital use; some were specifically charged with providing luxuries, such as white hread for the sick. The Papacy gave the Hospitallers many privifeges:
Innocent ff forbade hishops to interdict Hospitaller chapels; Anastasias IV gave them their own priesi; and the English Adrian [V gave them their own
churches.

In 1178 Pope Alexander Ilf decreed that they should carry weapons only to defend the langdom of Jerusalem , or fo affack a Pagan city. The Order
was divided info four classes: the Knighfs of fustice, who had to be of noble birth; sergeants; chaplains, who were charged with mainiaining the spirifual
well-being of the members; and serving brethren. The Hospitallers took part in major campaigms in the Crusades, including the capfure of Ascalon in
1154 When Jerusalem fell to Saladin in 1167 the order moved fo Margat then o Acre . Throughout the Crusades and beyond, the order defended
Christians from the pagans and healed the sick

The Hospitallers of 5t fofin of Caid are a collection of Brethren and Confraters, placed info two separate unifs that work fogether in unison {o
accomplish victory upon the war field The first Unif consists of the Hospitatler Foot soldiers and employs the majonity of the Heavy Weapons fighters in
shield wat! afirition tactics. The Second Unit is the Turcopoles, which consist of light cavalry, armed with Spears, favelins, and Archery. The Turcopoles
are used as a slarmish screen and flanlang unit. Together the two unifs form info one large enfify that is the Hospitallers of 5t John of Cathanar and
flaven's Cove. The Hospitallers of fastory served as protectors of pilgrims, healers of the sick and lame and defenders of God's people. In like manner, do
the we, SCA Hospitallers serve.
