I hope this missive finds everyone well and that we are in the final 

stages of this plague that has kept us apart.  While not only keeping 

us apart, it has made the office of the Exchequer quite easy to perform 

as there has been nothing going on.  With that said, our Baronial 

coffers currently hold $5,931.60.  During this period, I have gone 

through all the materials from the office and cleared out all old 

files which are no longer required to be held, updated other files, and 

have reviewed some of the Kingdom and Society policies.  The overall 

state of the office is rather good.  Due to the lack of activity, there 

was the possibility of our bank account being closed out.  If a period 

of 12 months passes where there is a period of no activity on the 

account, the bank may close the account, but that is not necessarily 

going to happen.

Greetings Ravens! 

 

As many of you already know (and as may already be mentioned herein the 

Cry somewhere), the Barony is currently in Phase 0 of the Atlantian 

Reopening plan according to the Kingdom Seneschal.  What this means 

(again, with apologies if this is repetitive -- feel free to skip this part) is that 

we may have outdoor activities open to those over the age of 17 and limited 

to 10 people.  Reservations for such activities are highly recommended.  

Masks must be worn, and social distancing must be observed.  What this 

means for A&S activities is that things can happen outside, such as building 

workshops, banner painting and even the "softer" things such as spinning, 

embroidery, and such.  We may not travel to other groups, so if you choose 

to play with the Barony, you must continue to play with the Barony until 

we and other groups at least reach Phase 2.

The Kingdom Minister of Arts and Sciences is still strongly encouraging 

virtual A&S, and we have some very well-established virtual activities going 

on, such as Atlantian Knit Night and Her Excellency's Coastal Bardic.  I will 

be looking at putting together some class ideas for a monthly Baronial A&S 

virtual meeting, as well as doing something in person hopefully at some 

point between the "pollen" and "hot" seasons.  I am currently looking into 

painting silk banners and hope to put together a class on that topic soon.  

If you have any ideas or suggestions for an A&S class, discussion, lecture, or 

workshop, please let me know.  You don't have to be able to teach the thing 

topic you're suggesting (though if you are, that would also be great).  We 

have had some really fun classes in the past and I know that we have many 

people in the Barony interested in many diverse things, so I'd really like to 

hear from the group what folks would be interested in learning.
