From the arts & sciences champion 

Being an Arts & Sciences Champion 

 At the behest of Baron Lochlainn, I am attempting to put ink to paper 

and form a Coherent idea of what it means to Be Baronial a&s Champion.  let’s 

start with the beginning and how one becomes the Baronial A&S champion.  

in raven’s Cove, it starts with entering the annual competition at Baronial 

Birthday.  The competition requirements are decided upon by the outgoing 

champion in consultation with the Baronage and the autocrat.  There may 

be a theme to the competition which is based on the theme of the event, but 

BeCause the arts and sCienCes are so diverse, it is Quite often a “Bring your 

Best” style Competition where eaCh entrant Brings their Best pieCe in whatever 

art or sCienCe they are most ComfortaBle doing.  it’s easy to say that the 

winner of the Competition BeComes the next Champion, however, it’s not as 

clear cut to say that whoever has the best piece is the winner because of the 

very diversity of the entries.  It is up to the outgoing champion, the Baronage, 

and whomever else is chosen to judge to determine who the best 

representative of the arts and sciences is in the Barony.  During your tenure 

as champion, it is incumbent on you to represent the barony in as many 

competitions as possible, especially the Baronial Champions competition 

typically held at the Kingdom Arts and Sciences Festival.  Competitions for 

the Baronial Champions are occasionally held by other Baronies and 

entering those is also a good thing.  Additionally, you may be asked by the 

Baronial Minister of Arts and Sciences to support the development of A&S in 

the Barony, typically by teaching a class in your preferred art or science, 

but it could also be by participating in a demo.  As the Baronial A&S champion, 

you are also required to sponsor at least one AS& competition.  This could be 

the competition to choose your successor, or it could be a different 

competition; the choice is yours.   

I have had the honor and privilege of being Baronial A&S champion twice.  It 

has allowed me to grow in my own preferred art, as well as grow in my 

ability to show off what I do to the general public.  It is less about being the 

best at a particular art or science and more about being the best 

representative of arts and sciences in the Barony.  It is also about growing 

your skills and teaching your knowledge to others, both within the Barony 

and without.  I would encourage everyone to enter into the competition for 

Baronial champion at least once.
