As the holidays are full of tasty treaTs i ThoughT i’d share anoTher reCiPe 

with you that you can try at home.  

Tudor Marinated Oranges 

Ingredients: 

1 large orange, washed  1 cup water 

half cup caster sugar   1 cinnamon stick 

1 tsp rosewater syrup 
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Method 

Slice the top and bottom from the orange and discard. Cut the orange in 

half lengthways and then slice into 1cm thick slices. Poke out the pips and 

throw them away.  

In a small saucepan, heat the water and sugar together, stirring until 

dissolved and then add the de-pipped orange slices. 

Throw in the cinnamon stick and trickle in the rosewater and continue to 

simmer gently in the syrup for 20 minutes. 

Cool and decant the orange into a suitable jar with a lid, topping up with 

some of the rest of the syrup. Store in the fridge. 

The original recipe for this, in The Good Huswife's Jewell, is called 'To Preserue 

Orenges' and it states that: 

You must cut your Orenges in halfe, and pare them a litle round 

about, and let them lye in water foure or fiue dayes, and you must 

chaunge the water once or twice a day, and when you preserue 

them, you must haue a quarte of faire wa∣ter to put in your suger, 

and a litle rose water, and set it on the fire, and scum it verie 

cleane, and put in a litle Sinamome, and put in your Orenges, and 

let them boile a litle while, and then take them out again, and doe 

soe fiue or sixe times, and when they be inough, put in your Orenges 

and let your sirroppe stand till it bee cold, and then put your 

sirrop into your Orenges.

Greetings, Ravens! 

Since the holidays are upon us, I thought that I would look up fun Christmas 

traditions that existed during the medieval time period.  What I came across is called 

the Feast of Fools.  The Feast of Fools was held on January 1, and priests, deacons and 

church officials were given license to let loose and be silly.  As we all know, they were 

very stern, reserved individuals, often shrewd.  In this activity, there were role 

reversals, where deacons and those lower in the church were permitted to conduct 

sermons.  To say that things often got a little wonky, is an understatement, as they 

were allowed full reign to do whatever they wanted.  Apparently, they were often 

very “BoTTled uP” and losT ConTrol wiTh The limiTed Power of The day!  one suCh 

incident was documents by an individual in the 15th century: 

“PriesTs and ClerKs may Be seen wearing masKs and monsTrous visages aT The hours of 

offiCe… They danCe in the choir dressed as women, panders or minstrels. They sing 

wanTon songs. They eaT BlaCK Puddings… while The CeleBranT is saying mass. They Play 

aT diCe… They run and leaP Through The ChurCh, wiThouT a Blush aT Their own 

shame.” 

The activity took place on the twelfth day of what they called the feasting season 

(which took place from December 25th through January 5th), beginning before dawn 

on Christmas morning with a special Christmas mass.  During this period, there were a 

variety of activities that included drinking, wearing of masks, dress-up games (these 

were often gender based role reversals), and door-to-door singing, as we identify as 

caroling, today.  It looks like they had a great holiday season, letting their hair 

down and enjoying the resting they were given from the fields, as they awaited Spring 

to renew the Earth.

Fighting scenarios should be finalized 

in the next week or so.  Event teasers will be forthcoming on social media. 

The 

contract with the site was signed and sent off today.  That will be a large-scale event 

from 11/8-10, 2025, at the Halifax County 4H site, with RV hookups available.
